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Remote Early Learning Program Package

Description and Objectives

The remote early learning program was developed to address the learning needs of
vulnerable communities that experience difficulty accessing in-person pre-primary
educational services. Over eleven weeks, the program targets children aged 5-6 through
their caregivers in areas where access to in-person pre-primary education services is not
possible. to raise their readiness for formal schooling, teaching critical pre-literacy, pre-
numeracy, and social-emotional learning (SEL) skills.

It also equips caregivers with the following skills: Organizing Children's Day (Daily
Routine), complimenting their child, and introducing learning through play.

The program is conducted via 31 WhatsApp phone calls with the caregivers with an
average of 3 phone calls per week.

Curricula and Multimedia materials
The Remote Early Learning Program Kit includes:

e Phone Calls Scripts Guide This booklet offers teachers step-by-step guidance for
their phone calls with caregivers. It includes 31 scripts. Each phone call includes
greetings, pre-literacy, pre-numeracy, social-emotional, and transitional learning
activities. The calls also include greetings, reviews of past lessons, and summaries
of what's coming up next.

e Worksheets Booklet with activities for children to complete with their caregivers.
They include drawing, coloring, identifying letters, shapes, and numbers, matching
games, and fun cut-and-paste projects.

¢ Interactive Ahlan Simsim Resources: After each phone call, teachers share links
with caregivers on WhatsApp. These links lead to exciting Ahlan Simsim
educational materials, including videos, games, storybooks, and information on the
importance of early childhood development.

e Educational Kits: Every child receives a kit before the program begins. These kits
are packed with essentials like, stationaries, art supplies, and manipulatives. This
ensures children have the materials they need to participate in activities that might
not be possible with everyday household items.
